1st Race: 44. The Kodlipet Plate (About) 2000 Metres. Horses rated 20 to
45 (5 Runners):

BROCSTON (Siddaraju P) ran detached after rounding the final bend. Trainer Mr.
Rakesh was informed to ensure better performance of his charge in future.

Jockey Faiz, the rider of MIND GAMES was fined Rs.5,000/- for the excessive
use of the whip on his mount during the race (2" Infringement).

Routine Sample was taken for analysis from the winner b g MIND GAMES.

2"d Race: 45. The Kinski Plate (About) 1400 Metres. Horses rated 00 to
25, 5 years old and over(12 Runners):

FREE TO WIN (Rahil Akhtar) planted, lost many lengths at the start and ran
detached from the field thereafter. In view of its behaviour, Trainer Mr.
Somashekar K was informed that he must not accept with it again until its
behaviour improved to the satisfaction of the Stipendiary Stewards in One Mock
Race on a Race Day on the Race Track.

CITY OF HUSTLE (Bharat Mal) planted and lost many lengths at the start. In
view of its behaviour, Trainer Mr. Aditya K was informed that he must not accept
with it again until its behaviour improved to the satisfaction of the Stipendiary
Stewards in One Mock Race on a Race Day on the Race Track.

RICH STRIKE (Shamaz Shareef) jumped awkwardly outwards at the Start.

GENTLEMAN’'S WORD (Ganesh Shingade) jumped awkwardly outwards and
bumped SUPER SEXY (Faiz) on its outside soon after jumping out of the Starting
Gates and thereafter, ran detached from the field. Trainer Mr. Santosh S Rao
was advised to ensure better performance of his charge in future.

Jockey Abhishek Mhatre, the rider of ARMAMENT reported that his mount was
hanging ‘in” after entering the straight. The horse was impounded for veterinary
examination however due to the highly fractious behaviour of the horse the
mouth could not be examined.

Jockey R Shiva Kumar, the rider of JUST BLUES was reprimanded for travelling
wide throughout the race for no apparent reason.
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FREE TO WIN (Rahil Akhtar) sustained small injury on left hind front of coronet.

3rd Race: 46. The Republican Plate (About) 1400 Metres. Horses rated
20 to 45, 5 years old and over (12 Runners):

Trainer Mr. Bipin V Salvi was fined Rs.2,000/- for submitting the “Change of
Equipment” form pertaining to his charge D ROMAN POWER (Shamaz Shareef),
after the “Declaration Stage”.

SERAI (Anil Baandal) accidentally stumbled soon after jumping out of the
Starting Gates.

KALYANI MUSLR (Siddaraju P) was slowly away and did not raise a fluent gallop
soon after jumping out of the Starting Gates. In view of its behaviour, Trainer
Mr. Vishal Yadav was informed that he must not accept with it again until its
behaviour improved to the satisfaction of the Stipendiary Stewards in One Mock
Race on a Race Day on the Race Track.

An enquiry is being held in to the running and riding of DIVINE RAY,
trained by Mr. Santosh S Rao and ridden by Jockey Ganesh Shingade in
the above race.

PROUD (M J Gautam Raj Urs) sustained bumping injury on left hind back of
fetlock.

Routine Sample was taken for analysis from the winner b r D ROMAN POWER.

4th Race: 47. The Mysore Fillies Trial Stakes 2025 (About) 1400 Metres.
For 3 year old Indian Fillies foaled in 2022 (6 Runners):

Jockey Akshay Kumar, the rider of ZILFEE reported that his mount was hanging
out after entering the straight. The horse was impounded for veterinary
examination but no abnormality was reported. However, Trainer Mr. Eshwer M
was informed to take appropriate corrective measures, before accepting with it
again.

ONE NATION (C Umesh) sustained bleeding cut inside left nostril.

Routine Sample was taken for analysis from the winner b f SHINE.

5th Race: 48. The Renowned Plate (About) 1400 Metres. Horses rated 60

and above (12 Runners):

GOLD KITE (Vinod Shinde) was slowly away and lost few lengths at the start. In
view of its behaviour, Trainer Mr. Aditya K was informed that he must not accept
with it again until its behaviour improved to the satisfaction of the Stipendiary
Stewards in One Jump Out on a Starting Gate practice day.

Jockey Prabhu Kumar M, the rider of ABSOLUTECHALLENGER was fined
Rs.2,000/- for not maintaining a straight course thereby allowing his mount to
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drift out and taking out RISE AGAIN (C Umesh), on his outside, passing the 400
Metres.

Jockey Pavan, the rider of MYSTIC BOND was reprimanded for shifting in and
inconveniencing HAVELOCK CRUISE (Akash Agarwal) on his inside approaching
the 200 Metres.

Jokey C Umesh, was questioned as to his riding on his mount RISE AGAIN, in
the closing stages of the above Race. The rider stated as follows;

a) As he had decided to make a run on the outside, Apprentice Jockey Prabhu
Kumar M astride ABSOLUTECHALLENGER, started to drift out;

b) As he had already committed to make his move on the outside, he had to
take a split second decision and by that time it was too late.

Not being satisfied with the explanation tendered by Jockey C Umesh, he was
fined Rs. 5,000/- for unnecessarily shifting out onto the outer portion of the
Race Track thereby travelling that extra ground and thereafter, for the
undesirable practice of completely easing up his mount, in the closing stages of
the above Race. he was also informed that a repetition of a similar manner of
riding on his mounts in future, would entail him being reported to the Stewards
for appropriate action.

Routine Sample was taken for analysis from the winner b g STELLANTIS.

6th Race: 49. The Hiriyur Plate (About) 1200 Metres. Horses rated 40 to
65 (12 Runners):

STREET SENSE (S Antony Raj) after jumping out swerved to the right and did
not take any practical part in the race.In view of its behaviour, Trainer Mr. Feroz
M Khan was informed that he must not accept with it again until its behaviour
improved to the satisfaction of the Stipendiary Stewards in Two Mock Races
on Race Days on the Race Track.

AMAZING ARISE (Vishwa V) was slowly away and lost few lengths at the start.
In view of its behaviour, Trainer Mr. Mansoor Khan was informed that he must
not accept with it again until its behaviour improved to the satisfaction of the
Stipendiary Stewards in One Jump Out on a Starting Gate practice day.

Jockey Shamaz Shareef, the rider of RED HILLS reported that his mount was
trying to run out after rounding the final bend. The horse was impounded for
veterinary examination which revealed large ulcer inside right cheek.

SARO GOLD MINE (P Vikram) ran detached after passing the final 200 Metres.
Trainer Mr. Somashekar K was advised to ensure better performance of his
charge in future.

RACE NO. 32: THE TAKSHASHILA PLATE DIV.I - (ABOUT) 1200 METRES.
FOR HORSES RATED 20 TO 45, 5 YEARS OLD AND OVER:

Trainer Mr. Vinesh V Naik and Jockey Ankit Pal were questioned as to the
running and riding of WALTER, in the above race. the Trainer stated as follows;
a) This horse came from RWITC and was running in MyRC, under him for the
first time and the horse was working well with him; b) On the above Race Day,
it started to rain during the 2" Race and continued to do so, till the start of the
above Race; c) This horse does not like wet underfoot conditions as was evident
with its performance in Pune, which is also a monsoon track; d) He had fancied
the chances of his charge to win the above Race, but due to the wet underfoot
conditions, his charge did not gallop at all; e) His charge also got hurt in the
eyes and was treated in the Veterinary Hospital by the Club’s Veterinary Officer.
The Rider, Jockey Ankit Pal, corroborated the statements of the Trainer. Their
explanations were noted for future reference.

RACE NO. 36: THE LOYAL PRINCE PLATE (ABOUT) 1200 METRES.
HORSES RATED 40 TO 65, 5 YEARS OLD AND OVER:

Trainer Mr. Vinesh V Naik was questioned as to the running of MAPLE LEAF,
ridden by Jockey C Umesh, in the above race. The Trainer stated as follows; a)
He had instructed his rider to take a good jump and sit well up with the pace
and if he can go to the front, ok or else to sit 2" or 3™ and to ride out in the
Straight; b) The rider had followed his instructions, but came back and informed
him that due to the heavy underfoot conditions, his mount did not gallop at all;
c) This horse was with Trainer Mr. Dominic at BTC before it came to him and
was running after a long gap 5 months; d) This horse was a very problematic
horse and it had suffered a fracture on the left joint; e) His charge is very
fractious behind the Gates and earlier it was withdrawn once or twice for its
behavior; f) He could not give it Gate Practice as the Gates were cancelled due
to bad weather; g) He had two runners in the above Race, viz., SPARKLING
KNIGHT (Brijesh Kumar V) and MAPLE LEAF (C Umesh) and in all the confusion,
he had tied tongue strap to MAPLE LEAF and brought it to the Paddock, which
was noticed by one of the Stipendiary Stewards, for which he was fined and the
equipment was removed before his charge left the Paddock. While noting his
explanations, he was informed more judicious in the running of his charges in
future, failing which, he will be reported to the Stewards for appropriate action.

b) To caution Jockey K Sai Kiran that a similar manner of riding on his mount in
future would entail him being reported to the Stewards for appropriate action;

c) To note the explanations tendered by Trainer Mr. Bipin V Salvi.
