1st Race: 22. The Chitradurga Plate – Div. II (About) 1400 Metres. 

Horses rated 00 to 25 (13 Runners): 
 

It was observed that Jockey Ankit Pal, the rider of AGAINST ALL ODDS 
accidentally lost his whip approaching the final 300 Metres of the race. 

  
It was observed that THE ANGEL POWER (Ajeet Kumar) was hanging out badly 

despite the best efforts of the Jockey to keep it on an even course thereby 

taking out WIND POWER (Rajesh K) on his outside passing the final 150 Metres 
and eventually finished the race on the outer portion of the grass track. The 

horse was impounded for veterinary examination but no abnormality was 
reported. However, Trainer Mr. Santosh Rao S was advised to take appropriate 

corrective measures before accepting with it again. 
 

DHURANDAR (S Antony Raj) was impounded for veterinary examination but no 

abnormality was reported. 
  

BUNDELKHAND QUEEN (Md Sameer) was impounded for veterinary examination 
but no abnormality was reported. 

 
An enquiry is being held into the running and riding of BUNDELKHAND 

QUEEN, trained by Mr. Vishal Yadav and ridden by Jockey Md. Sameer in 
the above race. 
  

Routine Sample was taken for analysis from the winner b g AGAINST ALL ODDS. 

 
2nd Race: 23. The Lalbagh Plate (About) 1100 Metres. Horses rated 20 to 

45, 5 years old and over (12 Runners): 
 

As Jockey Akimasa Phanthura, the declared rider of EYE THE MIND was certified 
medically unfit to ride, permission was granted to Trainer Mr. M Pratap Kamath 

to substitute Jockey Vinod Shinde, to ride EYE THE MIND in place of the declared 
rider.  

 
DALHOUSIE (R Shiva Kumar) was slowly away and lost few lengths at the start 

and thereafter, ran detached from the field. In view of its behavior, Trainer 
Mr.Aditya K was informed that he must not accept with it again until its behavior 
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improved to the satisfaction of the Stipendiary Stewards in One Jump Out on a 
Starting Gate practice day.  
 

COUNTRY'S MAGIC (M Prabhakaran) took a fly jump, at the Start. 
 

Jockey P Kiran Rai, the rider of REVELATOR was fined Rs.3,000/- for not 
maintaining a straight course thereby cutting across the field sharply in the final 

150 Metres of the race. 
  

An enquiry is being held into the reversal of form and the relative 

improved performance of REVELATOR trained by Mr. P C Tejaswi and 
ridden by Jockey P Kiran Rai, the winner of the above race as compared 

to its previous run in Race No. 7 of the Mysore Winter Races 2024-25, 
i.e., The B R Hills Plate – Div I (About) 1200 Metres, for horses rated 20 

to 45, run on Wednesday, 13th November, 2024 when ridden by Jockey 
Angad it ran unplaced. 
  

Routine Sample was taken for analysis form the winner b h REVELATOR.  
 

3rd Race: 24. The Chitradurga Plate – Div. I (About) 1400 Metres. Horses 

rated 00 to 25 (11 Runners): 
 

Permission was granted to Trainer Mr. Rakesh to withdraw 
WINNINGPOSTEMPRESS on veterinary grounds as it was found to be suffering 

from fever. He was informed that he must produce a Fitness Certificate from 
the Club’s veterinary Officer before accepting with it again.  
 

Permission was granted to Trainer Mr. P C Tejaswi to withdraw REAL LEGEND 
(P Kiran Rai) on veterinary grounds as it was found to be lame on right fore due 

to shoulder sprain. He was informed that he must produce a Fitness 
Certificate from the Club’s veterinary Officer before accepting with it again. 
  

CALIFORNIA GOLD (M Chandrashekar) planted and lost many lengths at the 
start and thereafter, ran detached from the field, till rounding the final bend. In 

view of its behaviour, Trainer Mr. Bipin V Salvi was informed to ensure better 
performance of his charge in future and that he must not accept with it again 

until its behaviour improved to the satisfaction of the Stipendiary Stewards in 

One Mock Race on a Race Day on the Race Track.  
 

COORG GENERAL (Rahil Akhtar) took a fly jump, at the Start. 
  

COUNTRY'S MAGIA (S Imran) ran detached after passing the final 200 Metres of 
the race. Trainer Mr. Feroz M Khan was advised to ensure better performance of 

his charge in future.  
 

4th Race: 25. The Dandeli Plate (About) 1600 Metres. Horses rated 40 to 
65 (7 Runners): 

 
BENGHAZI (Angad) was slowly away and lost few lengths at the start. In view of 

its behaviour, Trainer Mr. Vikram Appachu was informed that he must not 
accept with it again until its behaviour improved to the satisfaction of the 

Stipendiary Stewards in One Jump Out on a Starting Gate practice day.  
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It was observed that STAR JEWEL (M Rajesh Kumar) ran detached from the 
field, after passing the final 200 Metres. Trainer Mr. Vikram Appachu was 

advised to ensure better performance of his charge in future.  
 

5th Race: 26. The D V Vishwanath Memorial Trophy (About) 1800 Metres. 
Horses rated 20 to 45 (8 Runners): 

 
D LORD (Vinod Shinde) was extremely fractious at the starting gates whereby 

its Rubber Bit snapped and as the equipment could not be replaced on time, it 
was permitted to be withdrawn before coming under Starter's Orders. 
 

SAPIENT (Anil Baandal) was slowly away and lost few lengths at the start. In 
view of its behaviour, Trainer Mr. J S Pillay was informed that he must not 

accept with it again until its behaviour improved to the satisfaction of the 
Stipendiary Stewards in One Jump Out on a Starting Gate practice day. 

  
It was observed that VIJAYA BRAVE (Angad) accidentally brushed the running 

rails passing the 1600 Metres.  
 

RUN HAPPY RUN (Md Sameer) ran detached after passing the final 200 Metres. 
Trainer Mr. P Ruban was advised to ensure better performance of his charge in 

future.  
 

It was reported after the race that SAPIENT (Anil Baandal) apparently lost its 

left for shoe in the race and also reported to have sustained injury on right fore 
pastern.  
 

POLAR WIND (Faiz) sustained gum injury. 
 

An enquiry is being held into the inconsistent pattern of running and the 

resultant improved performance of VIJAYA BRAVE, trained by Mr. P C 
Tejaswi and ridden by Jockey Angad, the winner of the above race as 

compared to its previous run in Race No. 3 of the Mysore Winter Races 
2024-25, i.e., The B R Hills Plate – Div II (About) 1200 Metres, for 

horses rated 20 to 45, run on Wednesday, 13th November, 2024, when 
ridden by Jockey P Kiran Rai, it ran unplaced.  
 

Routine Sample was taken for analysis form the winner b g VIJAYA BRAVE. 
 

6th Race: 27. The Bijapur Plate (About) 1200 Metres. Horses rated 60 

and above (9 Runners): 

 
Jockey Vinod Shinde replaced the indisposed Jockey Akimasa Phanthura on 

SEOLFOR BULLET. 
  

MANDOLIN (K Rajesh) jumped awkwardly inwards and inconvenienced 

ABSOLUTECHALLENGER (Abhishek Mhatre), on its inside, soon after jumping out 
of the Starting Gates. 
 

Jockey S Antony Raj, the rider of BRAVE TROOPER, was fined Rs.2,000/- for 
cutting across the field sharply before passing the red marker post.  
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Jockey Ankit Pal, the rider of SILVER SPRING was fined Rs.2,000/- for not 
sufficiently persevring with his mount in the final stages of the race.  
 

BRAVE TROOPER (S Antony Raj) sustained injury on right hind inner bulb of the 
heel.  
 

7th Race: 28. The Crown Treasure Plate (About) 1400 Metres. Horses 
rated 40 to 65, 5 years old and over(15 Runners): 

 
TERMINATOR (R Shiva Kumar) planted and lost many lengths at the start. In 

view of its behaviour, Trainer Mr. Vishal Yadav was informed that he must not 
accept with it again until its behaviour improved to the satisfaction of the 

Stipendiary Stewards in One Mock Race on a Race Day on the Race Track. 
 

NATURAL ONE (Ankit Pal) was slowly away and lost few lengths at the start and 

ran detached thereafter. In view of its behaviour, Trainer Mr. Vinesh V Naik was 
informed that he must not accept with it again until its behaviour improved to 

the satisfaction of the Stipendiary Stewards in One Jump Out on a Starting 
Gate practice day. 
 

Jockey R Shiva Kumar, the rider of TERMINATOR was reprimanded for not 

maintaining a straight course thereby shifting in and inconveniencing BLUE 
ORIGIN (M J Gautam Raj Urs) on his inside passing 200 Metres. 
  

Jockey M Chandrashekar, the rider of MAGIC CIRCLE was reprimanded for riding 
an incompetent race. He was further cautioned to improve his riding in the 

future and that a similar manner of riding will entail him being reported to the 
Stewards for appropriate action. 
  

Jockey S Imran, the rider of WORDLY WISE was fined Rs.3,000/- for the 
excessive use of the whip on his mount during the race (1st Infringement).
