1st Race: 76. The Chirapunji Plate (About) 1400 Metres. Horses rated 
20 to 45, 5 years old and over (10 Runners): 

 
GOLD CHARM (H Zeeshan) was slowly away and lost few lengths at the 

start. In view of its behaviour, Trainer Mr. Aditya K was informed that he 
must not accept with it again until its behaviour improved to the satisfaction 

of the Stipendiary Stewards in One Jump Out on a Starting Gate Practice 
Day. 

 
MOVING AHEAD (Nazerul Alam) was slowly away and lost few lengths at the 

start. In view of its behaviour, Trainer Mr. Kishan Thomas was informed that 
he must not accept with it again until its behaviour improved to the 

satisfaction of the Stipendiary Stewards in One Jump Out on a Starting 
Gate Practice Day. 

 

Jockey Angad, the rider of SURPRISE PACKAGE reported that he accidentally 
lost his left stirrup, soon after jumping out of the Starting Gates, which he 

regained passing the 1200 Metres. 
 

It was observed that THE RESPONSE (Hasib Alam) could not get a clear run 
between the 450 Metres and the 350 Metres, due to a closely packed field. 

 
Jockey Hasib Alam, the rider of THE RESPONSE was fined Rs.2,000/- for 

using his whip after passing the Winning Post. 
 

Trainer, Mr. Irfan Ghatala was fined Rs.5,000/- for the discrepancy in 
shoeing in respect of his charge DR LOGAN (1st Infringement). 

 
2nd Race: 77. The One Life to Love Plate (About) 1200 Metres. Horses 

rated 40 to 65 over, 4 years old and over (13 Runners): 
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AMAZONIA (Suraj Narredu) was slowly away and lost few lengths at the 

start. In view of its behaviour, Trainer Mr. Rakesh was informed that he 
must not accept with it again until its behaviour improved to the satisfaction 

of the Stipendiary Stewards in One Jump Out on a Starting Gate Practice 
Day. 

 
LORD COMMANDER (Nazerul Alam) sustained small injury on inside right 

thigh. 
 

OCHRE (H Zeeshan) sustained injury on right hind coronet. 
 

Routine Sample was taken for analysis from the winner, b g 
KINGOFTHEJUNGLE. 

 
3rd Race: 78. The Urs Kar Trophy – Div. II (About) 1400 Metres. For 

Maiden Indian horses 3 years old only (9 Runners): 

 
Permission was granted to Trainer Mr. M Eshwer to withdraw MELANIE (S 

Antony Raj) on veterinary grounds as it fell over in the Saddling enclosure 
and was observed to have sustained injury on right knee and right hock. He 

was informed that he must produce a Fitness Certificate from the Club's 
Veterinary Officer before accepting with it again. 

 
KESARI QUEEN (K Sai Kiran) jumped out awkwardly, at the Start. 

 
It was observed that SCARLET IBIS (Nazerul Alam) accidentally brushed the 

running rails passing 1100 Metres and was running green throughout the 
race. The horse was impounded for veterinary examination and the 

examination of the mouth revealed sharp molars. Hence Trainer Mr. Azhar 
Ali was fined Rs.3,000/- for his negligence (1st infringement).  

 

BRUCE ALMIGHTY (R Rayan Ahmed) sustained gum injury. 
 

Routine Sample was taken for analysis from the winner, b f GOLD 
MULTIPLIER. 

 
4th Race: 79. The W T Craig – Jones Memorial Trophy (About) 1600 

Metres. Horses rated 20 to 45. No Whip (11 Runners): 
 

Permission was granted to Trainer Mr. Eshwer M to withdraw MYSTIC 
MOUNTAIN (Y S Srinath) on veterinary grounds as it was found to have 

systemic infection. He was informed that he must produce a Fitness 
Certificate from the Club's Veterinary Officer before accepting with it again. 

 
TRIPLE ALLIANCE (Salman Khan) walked out of the gates and lost few 

lengths at the start. In view of its behaviour, Trainer Mr. Neil B Devaney was 

informed that he must not accept with it again until its behaviour improved 
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to the satisfaction of the Stipendiary Stewards in One Jump Out on a 

Starting Gate Practice Day. 
 

It was observed that ANGEL BLISS (S Antony Raj) was hanging ‘in’ after 
entering the straight.  The horse was impounded for veterinary examination 

but no abnormality was reported. However, Trainer Mr. Arjun Mangalorkar 
was informed to take appropriate corrective measures before accepting with 

it again. 
 

5th Race: 80. The Urs Kar Trophy – Div. I (About) 1400 Metres. For 
Maiden Indian horses 3 years old only (9 Runners): 
 

It was observed that SERDAR (P Trevor) drifted out alarmingly despite the 

best efforts of the Jockey to keep it on an even course in between the 350 
Metres, till passing the winning post. The horse was impounded for 

veterinary examination but no abnormality was reported.  However, Trainer 
Mr. Aravind G was informed to take appropriate corrective measures before 

accepting with it again. 
 

ENGLISH BAY (Tousif Khan) sustained clipped injury on right fore medial 
bulb of heel. 
 

6th Race: 81. The Mysore Dasara Sprint Championship 2022 (Grade – 

III)  (About) 1200 Metres. Indian Horses 3 years old and over (6 
Runners) 

 
It was observed that Jockey Y S Srinath, the rider of THE SOVEREIGN ORB 

had to check his mount & shift out to avoid striking the front runner, STAR 

GLORY (Suraj Narredu), passing the 800 Metres. 
 

ENDEAVOUR (S Antony Raj) sustained bleeding cut on left hind outer fetlock.

inconvenienced SQUARE THE CIRCLE (S John) soon after jumping out of the 

Starting Gates.  
 

8th Race no. 83. The Autumn Blue Plate (About) 1400 Metres. Horses 
rated 40 to 65 (12  Runners) : 
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Permission was granted to Trainer Mr. Monnappa C D to withdraw 

HEROISM (H Rahul) on veterinary grounds as it was found to be trotting 
lame on right fore due to shoulder lameness. He was informed that he must 

produce a Fitness Certificate from the Club's Veterinary Officer before 
accepting with it again. 

 
ACHOOK (Hindu Singh) was extremely fractious, fell over in the Starting 

Gates and got cast for a considerable period of time. Under the 
circumstances it was permitted to be withdrawn before coming under 

Starter’s Orders. 
 

TENALI (P Kiran Rai) was slowly away and lost few lengths at the start. In 
view of its behaviour, Trainer Mr. Vikram Appachu was informed that he 

must not accept with it again until its behaviour improved to the satisfaction 
of the Stipendiary Stewards in One Jump Out on a Starting Gate Practice 

Day. 

 
EVERLY (Shamaz Shareef) planted and lost many lengths at the start. In 

view of its behaviour, Trainer Mr. Rakesh was informed that he must not 
accept with it again until its behaviour improved to the satisfaction of the 

Stipendiary Stewards in One Mock Race on a Race Day on the race track.  
 

Trainer Mr. Vikram Appachu was fined Rs.10,000/- for sporting Blinkers on 
his charge TENALI (P Kiran Rai), for the use of which, prior permission was 

not obtained.

No. 114 (b)(ii), read with Rule No. 202 (i) of the Mysore Race Club Ltd., 
Rules of Racing – for not saddling their respective charges and send them 

out to race in the 6th Race of the day, i.e., The Triveni Plate – Div.I (About) 

1100 Metres for horses rated 20 to 45, confined to Mysore based horses, run 
on Eleventh Day of the Mysore (Monsoon) Races 2022, despite having 

accepted and declared their respective charges to run in the above Race. 
The Stewards, at their meeting held immediately after the last Race on 

Thursday, 6th October, 2022 held an enquiry and examined Trainers M/s P.C. 
Tejaswi, Joseph B Awale, Feroz M Khan, Eshwer M, Pratap Kamath M, 

Girinath C, Vishal Yadav, Vikram Appachu and Vinesh V Naik. After due 
discussion, the Stewards found the above Trainers guilty of and in  breach of 

and liable for action under Rule No. 114 (b) (ii), read with Rule No. 202 (i) 
as also Rule No. 202 (XV) of the Mysore Race Club Ltd., Rules of Racing-  for 

not saddling their respective charges and send them out to run, in the above 
Race and decided as follows: 

 
a) To fine Trainers M/s P.C. Tejaswi, Joseph B Awale, Feroz M Khan, 

Eshwer M, Pratap Kamath M, Girinath C, Vishal Yadav, Vikram Appachu and 

Vinesh V Naik a sum of Rs.25,000/- (Rupees Twenty Five Thousand 
only) each, for breach of Rule No. 114 (b)(ii), read with Rule Nos. 202 (i) 

and Rule No. 202 (XV) of the Mysore Race Club Ltd., Rules of Racing – for 
not saddling their respective charges and send them out to run, in the above 

Race; and  
 

b) Caution Trainers M/s P.C. Tejaswi, Joseph B Awale, Feroz M Khan, 
Eshwer M, Pratap Kamath M, Girinath C, Vishal Yadav, Vikram Appachu and 

Vinesh V Naik not to commit this offence in future and that a repetition of a 
similar manner of offence will be dealt with very severely.
