1st Race: 50. The Evita Plate – Div. II  (About) 1200 Metres. Horses 
rated 20 to 45 (10 Runners): 

 
COSMIC TOUCH (Shamaz Shareef) planted and lost many lengths at the start.  

In view of its behaviour, Trainer Mr. C D Monnappa was informed that he must 
not accept with it again until its behaviour improved to the satisfaction of the 

Stipendiary Stewards in One Mock Race on a Race Day on the Race Track. 
 

RAISE A SOUND (M S Deora) was slowly away and lost few lengths at the start. 
In view of its behaviour, Trainer Mr.M Bobby was informed that he must not 

accept with it again until its behaviour improved to the satisfaction of the 
Stipendiary Stewards in One Jump Out on a Starting Gate practice day. 

 
Jockey Koshi Kumar, the rider of LAKE LOUISE reported that he accidentally 

lost his whip in the final 150 Metres of the race. 

  
Jockey H Rahul, the rider of SUPER STRIDE was fined Rs.3,000/- for the 

excessive use of the whip on his mount during the race (1st Infringement). 
 

An enquiry is being held into the manner of riding of Apprentice Jockey 

Vishwa, on his mount TIGERKING, trained by Mr. Vishal Yadav in the 
above race.  

 
TIGERKING (Vishwa V) sustained clipped injury on right hind fetlock and few 

injuries on the cannon.  
 

Routine Sample was taken for analysis from the winner b g SUPER STRIDE. 
 

2nd Race: 51. The Whitefield Plate (About) 1600 Metres. Horses rated 
00 to 25 (9 Runners): 

 

Jockey C Umesh, the rider of DHURANDAR was reprimanded for shifting out and 
inconveniencing COORG GENERAL (Dhanu Singh Deora) on his outside passing 

the 300 Metres.  
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Jockey S G Prasad, the rider of VANDAN was fined Rs.3,000/- for the 

excessive use of the whip on his mount during the race (1st Infringement). 
 

THE ANGEL POWER (P Sai Kumar) was impounded for veterinary examination 
but no abnormality was reported.  

 
3rd Race: 52. The Evita Plate – Div. I  (About) 1200 Metres. Horses 

rated 20 to 45 (10 Runners): 
 

WALTER (S Mubarak) jumped awkwardly outwards thereby unbalancing its rider 
and lost few lengths at the start. In view of its behaviour, Trainer Mr. Vinesh V 

Naik was informed that he must not accept with it again until its behaviour 
improved to the satisfaction of the Stipendiary Stewards in One Jump Out on 

a Starting Gate practice day. 
 

Jockey S Antony Raj, was reprimanded for shifting in and inconveniencing 

MAYBURY (Madhu Sudhan S) on his inside which in turn passed it onto 
ASTAPOR (M S Deora) along the rails passing the 300 Metres.  

 
TENDRILS OF POWER (Shyam Kumar [CHE]) ran detached from the field, after 

passing the 300 Metres. Trainer Mr. Ganesh J was advised to ensure better 
performance of his charge in future.  

 
It was reported after the race that CREATIVE GIRL (S Antony Raj) burst its 

blood vessels during the race. Trainer Mr. C D Monnappa was informed to 
produce a Fitness Certificate from the Club’s Veterinary Officer before 

accepting with it again.  
 

4th Race: 53. The Harangi Dam Plate (About) 1200 Metres. Horses rated 
40 to 65, 5 years old and over (10 Runners): 

 

SQUARE CUT (N Ramesh Kumar) was slowly away and lost few lengths at the 
start. In view of its behaviour, Trainer Mr. Santosh Rao S was informed that he 

must not accept with it again until its behaviour improved to the satisfaction of 
the Stipendiary Stewards in One Jump Out on a Starting Gate practice day. 

 
It was reported after the race that COURT JESTER (Faiz) burst its blood vessels 

during the race. Trainer Mr. C D Monnappa was informed to produce a Fitness 
Certificate from the Club’s Veterinary Officer before accepting with it again. 

 
An enquiry is being held into the dropping of whip by Jockey P Sai 

Kumar, on his mount, THE GOLDEN SUNRISE in the final 100 Metres of 
the race. 

  
An enquiry is being held into the running and riding of CHOICE, trained 

by Mr. K S Mandanna and ridden by Jockey C Umesh in the above race.

C D Monnappa was advised to ensure better performance of his charge in 

future.  
 

MAGNETAR (Neeraj Rawal) sustained small injury inside right hind fetlock.  
 

Routine Sample was taken for analysis from the winner b g GOLD EMPIRE. 
 

6th Race: 55. The Red Rufus Plate (About) 1800 Metres. Horses rated 60 

and above (7 Runners): 
 

Permission was granted to Trainer Mr. Aditya K to withdraw GRACE (Faiz) on 
veterinary grounds as it was found to be lame on left hind due to inflammation 

over croup region. He was informed that he must produce a Fitness 
Certificate from the Club’s Veterinary Officer before accepting with again.  

 
As Jockey S Saqlain could not make the declared weight on CHAT, permission 

was granted to Trainer Mr. Saddam Iqbal to substitute Jockey ShamazShareef 
to ride CHAT in place of Jockey Saqlain S, the declared rider. Jockey S Saqlain 

was fined Rs.2,000/- for his negligence.  
 

NATURAL GOLD (H Rahul) ran detached from the field, after passing the 300 
Metres. Trainer Mr. Mansoor Khan was advised to ensure better performance of 

his charge in future. 

 
7th Race: 56. The Talakaveri Plate (About) 1400 Metres. Horses rated 

40 to 65 (11 Runners): 
 

ABSOLUTE KESARI (ShamazShareef) was extremely fractious on the way to the 
Starting gates whereby it dropped the rider and bolted. Under the 

circumstances it was permitted to be withdrawn before coming under Starter’s 
Orders. In view of its repeated unruly behavior on the way to the gates, Trainer 

Mr. Bipin V Salvi was informed that he must not accept with it again until its 
behaviour improved to the satisfaction of the Stipendiary Stewards in One 

Mock Race on a Race Day on the Race Track. 
 

An enquiry is being held into the interference caused by Jockey S G 
Prasad, on his mount NEVADA GOLD, to SHEROUK [Neeraj Rawal 

(Drawn 4)] and SWAGATHAM [S Antony Raj (Drawn 3)) on his inside 

soon after jumping out of the Starting Gates. 
 

An enquiry is being held into the interference caused by Jockey S 
Saqlain, the rider of RED FALCON, to NEVADA GOLD (S G Prasad), on 

his outside, in the final 100 Metres of the above race.  
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An enquiry is being held into the excessive use of whip by Jockey Faiz 

on his mount AURELE in the above race (3rd Infringement).  
  

Routine Sample was taken for analysis from the winner b g NEVADA GOLD.
