to 25 (13 Runners): 
 

ANTINORI (J Paswan) was observed to be trotting lame on left fore due to hoof 
abscess. Under the circumstances, it was permitted to be withdrawn on 

veterinary grounds before coming under Starter's Orders; Trainer Mr. Vishal Yadav 

was informed that he must produce a Fitness Certificate from the Club's 
Veterinary Officer before accepting with it again. 

 
ONE DIAMOND (Faiz) fell over at the Starting Gates and broke his incisor. Under 

the circumstances, it was permitted to be withdrawn on veterinary grounds 
before coming under Starter's Orders; Trainer Mr. C D Monnappa was informed 

that he must produce a Fitness Certificate from the Club's Veterinary Officer 
before accepting with it again. 

 
Jockey Shivam the rider of AGAINST ALL ODDS reported that his mount was 

hanging `in’ after entering the straight. The horse was impounded for veterinary 
examination, but, no abnormality was reported; However, Trainer Mr. Feroz M 

Khan was informed to take appropriate corrective measures before accepting with 
it again. 

   

Jockey Shivam the rider of AGAINST ALL ODDS reported that the reins accidentally 
slipped from his hands, passing 300 metres. 

 
Jockey R Manish the rider of LEAD SINGER was reprimanded for shifting `in’ and 

thereby inconveniencing RUBY WOO (Pranil K) on his inside approaching 1000 
metres as a result of which the latter brushed the running rails. 

 
It was reported after the Race that examination of mouth of the horse, GOLDEN 

BIRD (Salman Khan) revealed no abnormality.  
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DEEMED TO FIRE (ANGAD) sustained linear injury on left hind outer cannon.

behaviour improved to the satisfaction of the Stipendiary Stewards in One Jump 
Out on a Starting Gate Practice Day. 

 
PERFECT HEART (Dhanu Singh Deora) accidentally brushed the railings 

approaching 1000 metres. 

 
N R I ACE (L Alex Rozario) was observed to have drifted 'out' under pressure after 

entering the straight and despite the best efforts of the rider the horse finished the 
race on the outer portion of the Race Track; The horse was impounded for 

veterinary examination, but, no abnormality was reported; However, Trainer Mr. 
Md. Sajid Qureshi was informed to take appropriate corrective measures before 

accepting with it again.

inconveniencing FIRE BOLT (Dhanu Singh Deora), FERONIA (S Antony Raj) and D 

FIRE (R Manish), on his outside, at the start. 
 

ANKUSH (Angad) jumped awkwardly `outwards’ thereby inconveniencing N R I 
MILLENNIUM (Rajesh K), on his outside, at the start. 

 
SPARKLING NIGHT (Vivek G) sustained small injury inside both hind cannon. 

 
MICHELLE PRIDE (P Kiran Rai) sustained gum injury. 
 

4th Race: 48. The Whitefield Plate (About) 1400 metres. Horses rated 20 
to 45, 5 years old and over (12 Runners) : 

 
COYOTE GIRL (Akash Agarwal) jumped out awkwardly at the Start. 
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Jockey V R Jagdeesh the rider of JANNAT was fined Rs.1,000/- for shifting `out’ 
and causing interference to AURELE (Shivam), on his outside, passing the 1000

RAISE A BUCK (S Antony Raj) sustained small injury inside right hind bulb of heel.

CLOUDY HILLS (Saqlain S) was slowly away and lost few lengths at the start; In 
view of its behaviour, Trainer Mr. Dinesh Pujar was informed that he must not 

accept with it again until its behaviour improved to the satisfaction of the 
Stipendiary Stewards in One Jump Out on a Starting Gate Practice Day. 

 

Jockey S Antony Raj the rider of SWAGHATHAM was reprimanded for shifting `in’ 
and thereafter for slowing down the pace, thereby crowding the field, between the 

1000 Metres and the 850 Metres. 
 

Jockey Vivek G the rider of NEVADA GOLD was reprimanded for unnecessarily 
calling out during the race. 

 
Jockey Saqlain S the rider of CLOUDY HILLS was reported that his mount was not 

galloping fluently throughout the race. The horse was impounded for veterinary 
examination, but, no abnormality was reported; However, Trainer Mr. Dinesh Pujar 

was informed to ensure better performance of his charge, in future. 
  

7th Race: 51. The Evita Plate – Div. I (About) 1100 metres. Horses rated 
20 to 45 (11 Runners) : 

 

Permission was granted to Trainer Mr. Srinivas Babu to withdraw VICTORIANO (P 
P Dhebe) on veterinary grounds as it was suffering from urticaria all over the 

body. He was informed that he must produce a Fitness Certificate from the 
Club's Veterinary Officer before accepting with it again. 

 
DRISANA (Abhishek Mhatre) jumped awkwardly `inwards’ thereby causing 

interference to MR STARC (L Alex Rozario) and ISLAND LASS (N B Kuldeep), on its 
inside, at the start. 
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Jockey Abhishek Mhatre the rider of DRISANA was fined Rs.3,000/- for shifting 

`out’ and causing interference to horses on his outside, viz., NATURAL HUNTER 
(Shivam), EIFFEL TOWER (Faizan Khan) and PETTE’S CHOICE (M Prabhakaran), at 

the Start 
 

Jockey Shivam, the rider of NATURAL HUNTER, reported that his mount was 
inclined to run 'out' in the start; The horse was impounded for veterinary 

examination, but, no abnormality was reported. However, Trainer Mr. Vinesh V 
Naik was informed to take appropriate corrective measures before accepting with 

it again.  
 

KING OF KESARI (Pranil K) was impounded for Veterinary examination but due to 

the highly fractious behavior of the gelding, it did not allow to examine its mouth. 

  

Permission was granted to Trainer Mr. Santosh Rao S to deputise on behalf of 

Trainer Mr. Ganesh J who was unable to attend the Races.
